| Peter 1:1: “Peter, an apostle of Jesus Christ, To
those who are elect exiles of the Dispersion in Pontus,
Galatia, Cappadocia, Asia, and Bithynia.”

The opening words of | Peter remind us of what
happened to the first Christians: “exiles” - dispersed
- experiencing persecution. However they were
God’s elect. Though they were experiencing upset
and confusion, nothing was happening to them apart
from God’s will and design. They were the “elect
exiles.”

Peter writes, “If necessary, you have been grieved
by various trials, so that the tested genuineness of
your faith...may be found to result in praise and glory
and honor at the revelation of Jesus Christ.”
